· An entry for a workplace manual on safety (using subheadings and dot points, if possible.)

· In small groups work through the other 4 workplace safety issues listed and develop

· some of them as a serious of warning signs, and,

·  others as Memos to staff, or,

·  entries for a manual.

· From the section Health and Safety Policy, access the page What is a Policy? and copy across the paragraphs above the Case Study as well as the first sentence and all the dot points of the case study itself.
