Safety Inspection Checklist

Open a Word document, Save as Safety Inspection Checklist
· In the section What do WorkCover officers look for you will find a Safety Inspection Activity.  Locate the Safety Inspection Checklist and copy and paste it here.  Paste it a second time directly underneath the first.

Using the first copy of the table:

· Scan the safety area issues and highlight 5 problem areas you feel you understand about.

· Scan the safety areas again and highlight 5 problem areas you have no understanding about.

· Underneath the table put a key to indicate how and what you have highlighted.

Using the second copy of the table:

· Reduce the table from its 20 points to 10 points that are relevant to the classroom lab you are in (or could be relevant to the administrative section of the school you are at).

· Access the Office Safety Check activity in the section Identifying Hazards.  Attempt the activity ONCE.

· Open the Text alternative underneath the activity and copy and paste it here (after inserting a page break).  Read especially the section "Safety Hazards in the Office".

· Go back to your second table with its 10 points and fill in the action required to make your workplace ‘satisfactorily safe’.  If you can't complete all the boxes turn this into a small group activity.

· If you wish to try another interactive activity access the Workshop Safety Check activity in the section Identifying Hazards and attempt it.
