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WA trainers to boost e-learning skills
 

Sixteen training organisations from across Western Australia will share in AUD$380,000 funding to increase their e-learning and e-business skills.

 

The national training system’s e-learning strategy, the 2005–2006 Australian Flexible Learning Framework (Framework), has provided the funding through its professional development project, LearnScope.

 

The selected projects will use the funding to investigate a range of e-learning and e-business tools and developments with the aim of increasing the capacity of the organisations and their staff to incorporate technology into the delivery of vocational and technical education.

 

LearnScope Western Australia Manager Ann Odgers said the funding will allow vocational and technical educations professionals, such as trainers, resource developers and librarians, to receive the latest training in different e-learning related areas. 

 

“Technology is an integral part of education and training and it is imperative that teachers and trainers are able to access professional development which keeps their skills as up-to-date as the changing technology,” Ms Odgers said.

 

“Twenty-five projects have been selected from 16 training organisations located all over the state including TAFE Institutes, private providers, industry groups and businesses. 

 

“Some projects will be exploring new e-learning tools which are being incorporated into education and training programs such as podcasting, interactive white boards, digital story telling and blogging.

 

“Others will be investigating e-learning from different perspectives such as incorporating mobile technologies, including mobile phones and PDAs, into trade training and using technology to archive Indigenous languages.”
